SPECIAL NOTE: To guard against rust and corrosion, spray a fine layer of
silicone spray on the flywheel and brake assemblies of this bike. Pay
special attention to the chrome surface and hub of the flywheel. We also
advise spraying the silicone on the brake pad to improve its function and
longevity.

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MONTHLY MAINTENANCE

These procedures are meant fo be a comprehensive inspection of the
overall frame and components of the ES700 Indoor Cycle:

Inspect wear items for adjustment or possible replacement. Give special
aftention to the following:

e Remove the brake assembly, and inspect brake pads for wear. Spray
silicone on the brake pad to prevent glazing or hardening of the pad.

ACHIEVING YOUR FITNESS GOALS

An imporfant sfep in developing a longterm fitness program is to
defermine your goals. Is your primary goal to lose weight? Improve muscle
tone? Relieve stress? Prepare for the spring racing schedule? Knowing
what your goals are will help you develop a more successful exercise
program. If possible, try fo define your personal goals in precise,
measurable terms over specific periods of time. Examples of these goals
might include:

e Decrease your waistline by two inches over the next two months.

® Run the local 5K race this summer.

e Cetf 30 minutes of cardiovascular exercise af least five days per week.

® Improve your race time by two minutes over the next year.

* Move from walking a mile fo jogging a mile within the next three months.
The more specific the goal, the easier it will be to track your progress. If
your goals are longterm, divide them info monthly and weekly segments.
longterm goals can lose some of the motivational benefits. Shortterm
goals are easier to achieve and will allow you to see the progress you are
making. Every time you reach a godl, it is imporfant fo set a new goal.
This will lead to a healthier lifestyle and will provide the motivation that

you will need to move forward.

TRACK YOUR PROGRESS

Now that you have set your exercise goals, it is time to write them down
and make an exercise schedule that will help you achieve them. By
keeping a fitness diary, you will stay mofivated and know where you are
in ferms of reaching your goals.

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EXERCISE GUIDELINES

EXERCISE DURATION

A common question asked is, “how much exercise do | need?” We
recommend following the guidelines set up by the American College of
Sports Medicine [ACSM) for healthy aerobic activity.

e Exercise three fo five days per week.

® \Warm up for five to 10 minutes before aerobic activity.

* Maintain your exercise activity for 30 to 45 minutes.

® Cradually decrease the infensity of your workout, then stretch fo

cool down during the last five to 10 minutes.

If weight loss is @ major goal, participate in your aerobic activity at least
30 minutes for five days each week.

EXERCISE INTENSITY

The next question asked is, "how hard do | need to work oute” To reap
the most cardiovascular benefits from your workout, it is necessary to
exercise within a recommended infensity range. We recommend using
one of two methods to measure exercise infensity. These two methods are
performed by monitoring your exercise heart rate or by using the Rate of
Perceived Exertion (RPE).

CAUTION

ES700 Indoor Cycle is available with the maximum weight of 300 lbs
/136kg. Seat and handlebar adjustment is never over the marked STOP
on the handlebar stem and seat post.

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TARGET HEART RATE

Target Heart Rate is a percentage of your maximum heart rate. Target
Heart Rate will vary for each individual depending on age, current
level of conditioning, and personal fitness goals. Exercise heart rate
should range from 55% to 85% of your maximum heart rate. As a
point of reference, we use the predicted maximum heart rate formula
of {220 minus age) to determine your heart rate training zone. Please
use the following chart to defermine your predicted Target Heart Rate.

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RATE OF PERCEIVED EXERTION

Rafe of Perceived Exertion (RPE) is one of the easiest ways to monitor
exercise infensity. By becoming familiar with the RPE scale, you can
continually assess your level of infensity and insure a level of exertion that
is comfortable. An increase in exercise intensity is directly related to
elevation in exercise heart rate. Consequently, RPE can be used alone or
together with heart rate when monitoring exercise intensity.

The recommended RPE range during exercise for most people is between
3 [moderate) and 5 (strong). The RPE should be independent of your pace.
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BALANCED FITNESS

While cardiovascular exercise has been the primary method of finess for
many programs over the years, it should not be the only method. Strength
Training and Flexibility Training have become more popular as exercise
has developed. Incorporating Strength and Flexibility Training into your
current exercise program will give you the balance you need to improve
your athletic performance, reduce susceptibility to injury, increase
metfabolic rafe, increase bone density, and reach your goals faster.

STRENGTH TRAINING

Strength Training was once known as an activity performed by young
males only. That has changed with the advances in scientific research on
Strength Training over the last 20 years or so. Research has proven that,
after age 30, we begin fo lose muscle mass if we do not incorporate
Strength Training info our exercise program. With this decrease in muscle
mass, our ability fo burn calories decreases, our physical ability to do
work decreases and our susceptibility fo injuries increases. The good news
is that, with a proper Strength Training program, we can maintain or even
build muscle as we age. A proper Strength Training program will work the
muscle groups of the upper and lower body. There are now many options
available for Strength Training including: yoga, Pilates, selectorized
machines, free weights, stability balls or medicine balls, exercise tubing
and body weight exercises, just to name a few.

Recommendations for a minimum Strength Training program include:
FREQUENCY: Two to three days per week
VOLUME: One 1o three sefs consisting of eight to 12 repetitions
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STRETCHING

Flexibility Training is not associated with finess as often as cardiovascular
exercise or Strength Training, even though it is just as important. A good
strefching program will help to maintain flexibility of the hips and lower
back. A flexible person will be less likely to injure themselves in common
activities, such as reaching, twisting and turning, or in uncommon activities
such as the annual softball tournament.

Before strefching, take a few minutes to warm up the muscles because
strefching a cold muscle can cause injury. Start your stretch slowly,
exhaling as you gently strefch the muscle. Try to hold each stretch 15 to
30 seconds. Don't bounce when you stretch. Holding a stretch offers less
chance of injury. Don't strain or push a muscle too far. If it hurts, ease up.
Here are a few stretches you can incorporate into your exercise program:

SEATED TOE TOUCH

Sit on the floor with your legs
together and straight out in front of
you. Do not lock your knees.
